Reconstitution of existing composition of District level Governing Bodies
of DRDAs. '

The Ministry of Ruraﬁ De;relopment, Govt. of India, vide their letter No.S-
11011/43/81-1RD-11, dated 10.3.19181 had issued guidelines for setting up of District
Rural Development Agencies (DRDAs) for implementation of Rural Development
~ Programmes, wherein it was envisaged that the administration of District Rural
Development Agency shall be carried out by a Governing Body headed by the
Collector/Deputy Commissioner or Chief Executive Officer, Zila Parishad. Accordingly,
all the DRDAs had constituted District level Governing Bodies with the Deputy
Commissioner as the Chairman to ensure proper implementation of Rural Development
Programmes. |

Pursuant to the 73" Constitutional Amendment which mandates
decentralization of the administration upto the grass root level and keeping in view the
recommendations of M. Shankar Committee’s report, issued by the Govt. of India for
strengthening of DRDAs, for making the Chairman, Zila Parishad as the Chairman of the
Governihg Body of the DRDA, the matter has been further examined.

The State Govt. has now decided that the Chairman, Zila Parish_ad would
henceforth be the Chairman of the Governing Body of the DRDA with the Deputy
Commissioner as its Executive Chairman.

In order to have effective management, implementation of rural
development schemes and smooth functioning of DRDAs, the functions and duties of the
Chairman of the Governing Body of DRDA and the Executive Chairman, DRDA would
be now as under:

Chairman of the Governing Body‘ of DRDA:

i) To coordinate and supervise the preparation of Perspective Plans and Annual
Plans of the blocks leading to preparation of District Plan in respect of
implementation of rural development schemes.

ii) To monitor and evaluate the implementation of rural development programmes by
Govt. and non-Governmental Organizations to ensure their effectiveness.
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iii)  To secure inter-sectoral and inter-departmental coordination and cooperation.
iv) To give publicity to the achievements made under these programmes and
disseminate knowledge and build up awareness about the programme.

Executive Chairman, DRDA:

1) To exercise executive and financial powers of the DRDA.

i) To be responsible for sanction of schemes as per the guidelines of the Govt. of
India and the State Govt.

iii) To be dccountable in all matters of the DRDA to the Governing Body as well as
to the Govt.

iv) To coordinate with the line deptts the PanchayaU Raj Institutions, the banks and
other financial institutions together resources required for poverty reduction
efforts in the district.

V) To keep the Zila Parishad, the State and the Central Govts. duly informed of the
progress of the implementation of the programmes through periodical reports.

vi) To place the draft Annual Action Plans in the Governing Body of the DRDAs and
to secure the approval.

vii)  To coordinate and oversee the matters relating to BPL Census and such other
surveys for identification of the poor, that are required from time to time.

The Governing Body of the DRDA should meet at least once in every quarter to
effectively review the rural development programmes.
